Prof, Kuehnel back from the U,S.A.

Prof .Dr.Ernst Kuehnel,director of the Form-
er State Museums in Berlin, well-known expert
on Islamic art, has just returned from a visit
to the U.S5.A. where ke has compiled a catalogue
of Oriental carpets and textiles for the Tex-
tile luseums in Washington.He also visited the
Persian Art Exhibition in New York which was
organized by Dr.M.Bahrami,former pupil of Prcf,
Dr.Kuehnel, in the name of the Persian Govern-
ment. Dr k. Bahrami is the present conservator
of the Teheran Museum. Prof.Dr.Kuehnel has now
received a call {from the Fuad University at
Cairo,lgypt,as guest professor for Islamic art.
This would be his third guest professorship at
the university of Cairo. (0P)

Restoration of the Islamic Section of the
Former State Museums Berlin

In the heart of Berlin we can find the bad-
ly demaged buildings of the Former State Mu-
seums,and it is a vainful sight to every visi-
tor when he thinks of the precious and unre-
placable values that were destroved during the
air-raids on the former German capitsl , The Islamic Sec-
tion was founded nearly 50 vears ago by W. von
Bode and exquisite specimens of Oriental art
were exhibited here. The Islamic Department of
the museum has suffered very badly, although
many of the valuable carpets, miniatures, etc.
had been brought to Western Germany during the
war to save them from destruction. The magis-
trate of the city is now financing the repairs
of the museum and untiring hands are patiently
searching for the pieces of the damaged artic-
les amongst the ruins of the building itself
50 that they may be restored as best as possi-
ble. The once so beautiful wall of the desert
castle of Mshatta, presented to H,M,Kaiser Wil-
helm II by Sultan Abdul Hamid in 1903 and
brought to Germany under great difficulties,
is severly damaged. Large blocks of a hundred-
weight and more were torn out of the fascade
and broken into hundreds of pieces, Valuable
carpets of the 16 th century from Persia  and
Turkey were destroyed bv fire. The remain-
ning pieces are being carefullv cleaned and
patched together thus restoring at least a
fragment of the original carpets. A very valu-
able mihrab from Persia dating back to 1265
fortunately escaped damage. There are also a
number of excavations from Ktesiphon, ancient
capital of Persia, and grave-stones which have
remained undamaged,

On the whole, however, there is little left
of the former 16 halls showing so many differ-
ent phases of Islamic culture.One of the halls
represented Sassanidian art (Persia) dating as
far back as 200-600 B,C.Muslims took over much
of this culture 'as they came to Persia many cen-
turies later. There was also an Egyptian hall
with very lovely lamps, a Raqga hall and a Sa-
marra hall with ceramic ware and vases., An
Aleppo hall dated back to 1603, Still other
halls showed precious miniatures from India.
One hall was dedicated to Islamic art in Spain.
Many of these things are now either entirely
destroyed or broken into countless bits and
pieces.Each small piece which is found is care-
fully examined and numerated to enable the ex-
perts to lay piece by piece thus eventually re-
storing a certain amount of the former value.
This restoration, however, under the direction
and supervision of Prof.Dr, Ernst Kuehnel is a
very difficult eand above all very tiresome
task, (o?)

We are giving you in the following the
translation of +two articles which appeared in
the German Press recently:

"The Holy Father (the Pope) has called to
prayers for those countries in which Islam rul-
es. Indeed, this prayer,if it is to be success-
ful, must come from a believing heart.

As Mohammad died in Medina in 632, nearly
the whole of Arabia was under Islamic rule, At
the end of another 12 years, half of the Afri-
can coast along the Mediterranean See and the
Eastern countries as far as India had been con-
quered. Today the Islamic World reaches from
Tanger to the lndus and the Malayan states.Its
influence even goes as far as the central pro-
vinces of China,

Indeed,islam is a world power.It has forced
its way stubbornly and emphatically into the
history of the world.The number of the follow-
ers of the prophet is estimated at 290 million.
Most of them are fanatically intolerant. WVith
brothers-in-faith, even of entirely different co-
lour and race, they feel themselves firmly unit-
ed.The religlon of Islam and their firm belief
in it is the same as their nationalism. If one
thinks that the Muslims are "dreaming"of a Mus-
1lim nation,one is wrong.lt is more than a mere
dream.The boundaries of this nation are not mark
ed outwardly, but in reality they are there
where the last Muslim stands.

Some of the events within the last few years
have strengthened and encouraged this brotherly
feeling amongst the Muslims, It was awakened
there where it had been slumbering.The founding
of the state of Pakistan with its 70 million in-
habitants and some of the unexpected successful
results of the Arab League in the Palestine War
have let their hopes run high. The old will to
conquer the ‘"unbelieving world" was stirred
again.An astoundingly active propaganda has set
in during the last few years with huge plans:
torch-bearers were sent into all the larger
countries of Europe-incl,Germany - to India and
to China.Since a long time,the missionary cen-
tre in Djokjakarta(Java) has 20 000 missionaries
in its 900 districts.

AD.terrltory occupied by the religion of Is-
lam is stoney ground for the "Glad Tidings".
This battle has been going on for centuries.
Conversions to Christianityare seldom.An excep-
tion perhaps is the Malayan Islam which is less
radical. There Nuslims find the way to church
more easily.-a problem for itself is the lslanm
in Middle and South Africa. It is not "ruling"
in these countries,but it is constantly and by
all means_trying to push on,The n1§ger finds a
higher culture in the religion of Islam and he
does not have to pay a high price for it. The
Catholic missions have to battle hard for the
souls of the Africans where-ever the Crescent
shows itself."
